POSTER SESSION GUIDELINES

In order to participate in the Consumers and Technology Symposium Poster Session, you will need to prepare a full-size poster of your work.  You should also have letter-sized copies of the poster to hand out to interested parties during the session.  The format of the handout is left to your discretion.  To register for the poster session, please contact Wendi Ailor (wailor@purdue.edu) by Monday, October 6.  In addition, you will also need to submit an electronic copy of your poster to Wendi Ailor by Monday, October 6, 2008.

POSTER REQUIREMENTS

1. Posters may range in size from one that fits on a standard 28” wide x 44” high poster board up to one that fits on two such sheets for a maximum size of 56” wide by 44” high.  

2. Each poster must be mounted on poster board or foam core.  Each presenter is responsible for mounting his/her poster onto the poster or foam core, which can be purchased from DIS Graphic Arts in Stewart Center.
3. Lettering must be of sufficient size to be easily viewable at a distance of three feet from the display (Note: a person with 20/20 vision will be able to see 8-point text at a distance of 3 feet in optimal lighting conditions with maximum contrast – this should be the absolute smallest text size used, and only where absolutely necessary).

4. The problems, objectives, results, and conclusions should be stated briefly and concisely.  Please remember this is a poster that will be viewed by Purdue faculty and other participants who may or may not be knowledgeable in the underlying scientific principles of your particular subject area.

5. Completed posters must be set up by the presenters prior to the Symposium.  You will have the opportunity to set-up posters between 1:00-5:00 p.m. on Thursday, October 9 in the Burton Morgan Café.

6. The formal poster session will take place from 10:15-11:00 a.m. on Friday, October 10.  Please plan to be present at this time to talk with Symposium attendees about your poster.
HANDOUT SUGGESTIONS
1. In addition to a description of your research efforts, and depending on the nature and maturity of your research, it is suggested that bullet-point level information be provided addressing areas such as:

a. Industry sectors that may benefit from your research;
b. Advantages that your research results may provide over existing methods vis-à-vis cost, productivity, quality, etc. metrics;
c. Next steps or other plans for your research.
2. Include appropriate contact information should participants wish to contact you concerning your work.
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
